So a fumed product always gives you more colour variation than a stain but 

the tone is far warmer, highlights character and helps bring nature in to your 

home. Flooring must be mixed well to achieve a balanced look.

Open, with longer rays than red oak. Occasional crotches, swirls and burls. 

Plain sawn boards have a plumed or flared grain appearance.

This product contains D & E grade with large repaired sunken and small 

unrepaired splits to add character to the product. Rustic means the full yield 

of the log is used so variation in colour, grain, repaird knots, small unfilled 

worm holes are all to be expected.
